Born in Bethlehem (Matthew 2:5-6)

Micah 5:2 But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, Though you are little among 
the thousands of Judah, Yet out of you shall come forth to Me The One 
to be Ruler in Israel, Whose goings forth are from of old, From 
everlasting.
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Called out of Egypt (Matthew 2:15)

Hosea 11:1 When Israel was a child, I loved him, And out of Egypt I 
called My son.

A massacre of male children (Matthew 2:16-18)

Jeremiah 31:15 Thus says the LORD: “A voice was heard in Ramah, 
Lamentation and bitter weeping, Rachel weeping for her children, 
Refusing to be comforted for her children, Because they are no more.”
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Preceded by a messenger (Matthew 3:3)

Isaiah 40:3 The voice of one crying in the wilderness: “Prepare the way 
of the LORD; Make straight in the desert A highway for our God.”
