Introduction

Ephesians 4:32 And be kind to one another, tenderhearted, forgiving one
another, even as God in Christ forgave you.

1. Christ came into the world and died for all mankind so that we can
experience and gain true forgiveness.

2. Not asingle one of us is perfect. We sin and come short of the glory
of God. When forgiven, we can now concentrate on living and doing
the work that is before us.

A. Not being bothered by our conscience. All this is possible
because of God's great love for us.

Why We Should Forgive

1. Because we have been forgiven.

A. The fact that we have received mercy should teach us to give
mercy in return.
Matthew 18:23-35

2. Because we often stand in need of forgiveness.

1 John 1:8-10 If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the
truth is not in us. If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us
our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. If we say that we have
not sinned, we make Him a liar, and His word is not in us.

A. We need forgiveness from the Lord. Every sin we commit is
against Him.

B. We need forgiveness from our fellow man. We sin against one
another. Only those who forgive are forgiven (Matt 6:14-16).
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3. That we may experience the joy known only to the forgiving heart.
4. That others may have joy.

A. The greatest need of the world is love and forgiveness.

B. Hearts hunger for it, and rejoice wen it is given.
5. Becauseitis Christ-like.

Luke 23:23 But they were insistent, demanding with loud voices that He be
crucified. And the voices of these men and of the chief priests prevailed.

A. We are never more like our Savior than when we forgive, or
more un-like Him when we are unforgiving.

B. Itis beneath the dignity of our calling not to forgive.
1) A father once said to his son: “My son, treat everyone
with politeness, even those who are rude to you. For
remember that you show courtesy to others, not because

they are gentlemen, but because you are one.”

C. We should forgive because we are Christians!

How We Should Forgive

1. Forgiveness must be “from the heart” for it to be right and effective.

Matthew 18:35 "So My heavenly Father also will do to you if each of you,
from his heart, does not forgive his brother his trespasses."

A. Lip-service forgiveness is a deception or counterfeit.
B. Toforgive is to forget and just move on.

Hebrews 8:12 “for | will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins
and their lawless deeds | will remember no more.”
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2. Forgiveness should be without limit.

Matthew 18:21-22 Then Peter came to Him and said, "Lord, how often shall
my brother sin against me, and | forgive him? Up to seven times?" Jesus
said to him, "l do not say to you, up to seven times, but up to seventy times
seven.

A. GREAT TEXTS OF THE BIBLE: “There are no degrees of
forgiveness. There are degrees in the holiness that follows
forgiveness; but pardon must be perfect at birth.”

3. Forgive as Christ forgives. This will include:

A. The darkest sins.

B. Fully and completely.

C. Freely.

The Evil of Unforgiveness

1. It crucifies the higher self.
A. Strangling that which is the best within us.
2. It crushes friendships.
A. Like a prison wall, it isolates us from humanity and from God.
1) Giving to life a state of loneliness.

3. The bottomline: God DOES NOT forgive the unforgiving.
