Were
there not any found who returned to give glory to God except this
foreigner?" And He said to him, "Arise, go your way. Your faith has made
you well."

Psalms 71:15 My mouth shall tell of Your righteousness And Your salvation
all the day, For | do not know their limits.

John 7:24 Do not judge according to appearance, but judge with righteous
judgment.”

Romans 2:1-4 Therefore you are inexcusable, O man, whoever you are
who judge, for in whatever you judge another you condemn yourself; for
you who judge practice the same things. But we know that the judgment of
God is according to truth against those who practice such things. And do
you think this, O man, you who judge those practicing such things, and
doing the same, that you will escape the judgment of God? Or do you
despise the riches of His goodness, forbearance, and longsuffering, not
knowing that the goodness of God leads you to repentance?
